Students must be enrolled as undergraduate students at their home institutions which have
Student Status = CAMPUS Asia exchange agreements with Waseda University and continuously enrolled until the
end of the exchange study period.

Language Students must have a good command of English: TOEFL iBT 80/IELTS 6.0 or equivalent

No specific GPA requirement.
GPA + Students must have excellent academic and personal records at their home institutions and

strong motivation with a clear study plan in any field available at School of Social Sciences,
Waseda University.

Nomination Procedure

Home institution sends the designated Nomination Form (Excel) to Faculty of Social Sciences,
Process Waseda University.

[STEP 1]
Nominated students complete the designated online Application*.
*URL for the online Application will be provided to students’ home institution after nomination.
[STEP 2]
Students prepare the required documents and submit to their home institution.
Process [STEP 3]
Home institution checks the documents and signs the “Important Notice regarding the Selection
of Exchange Student” form.
[STEP 4]
Home institution submits the scanned copies of the documents to Waseda University CAMPUS
Asia Office via Email.

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COE (Certificate of Eligibility) Application

COE (Certificate of Eligibility) is an official document issued by the Immigration Services Bureau in
Japan which is required when students apply for Japanese visa in their home country. Students will
be informed to submit COE application documents to Waseda University and Waseda University
will apply for the COE to Immigration Services Bureau on behalf of the students.

Designated forms and detailed instructions will be sent to students after the Nomination/Application
process.

Process

COE (Certificate of Eligibility) and Certificate of Admission will be sent to students’ home institution
once Waseda University receives COE from the Immigration Services Bureau. Please note that it
takes 2 to 3 months for the COE issuance after the application and Waseda University has no control
over the issuance time. Upon receiving COE, students need to apply for a student visa at the nearest
Japanese Embassy or Consulate.
